Sisters and Brothers:

1. The two disciples on the road to Emmaus lamented: “We were hoping that he would be the one to
rédeem Isracl; and besides all this, it is now the third day since they killed him” But then Jesus came
lose and began to alk with them a if he were just one more travler on the road. Ther eyes were
clouded and they could not recognize him, What prevented them from secing Him? Ther lack of
faith. They were hoping for a Warrlor-Messiah who would save Irael from the power of the Romans.
They lacked faith and ‘had too much attachment to their own very haman criteria! The Lord had
had reason to correct them so harshly and say,“How foolsh and slow of heart you are to believe all
that the prophets spoke!® Then Jesus explained to them, with great patience, a the passages of
scripture that refer to Him.

2. Lt us transpose this scene to our own day and age: Just like the disciples on the road to Emmavs,
‘e have undertaken a journey in a time of uncertainty, confusion, discouragement, and darkness. The
way of faith does not depend on whether or not we fel Jesus fo be present. Rather, it s about an
interior transformation that ets us open our eyes. We do not necessarily sce something new, but we
seeall the same things with new eyes

1§ our hearts are to burn ke the travlers to Emmaus, then we need two things: The Seiptures and
the Bucharist. The Scripures igniteour eart The Eucharist unites us o the mysery o te death and
resurrection of Chrit, 1w ae o recogniz the Lord when he eaches his Truth,shaws s his criteris
nd geaces s with his prescnce, the we mus detach our hearts from our hurman crtera and from
‘our own way ofsecing hings.

3. The disciples of Emmaus said, “Stay with us, Lord?, and Jesus entered into their house. While at
table, “he took bread, sad the blssing, broke t, and gave it to them. With that thelr eyes were opened.
and they recognized him.” When they lstened fo Jesus, they grew excited and they understood what
he was explaining, but only when they received him in the Eucharist did they recognize him and
believe that he had truly risen.

Brothers and Sisters: Every Sunday we come to mass blinded by uncertainties and doubts, ust like
Cleopas and and his companion. Meanwhile,the Lord has ovingly walked by ourside. Now, et us et
Him explain the sriptures o us, and le us eat the bread of his Fucharist. We have only to Say, Stay

A Reflection on Christ’s Call for Vocations

Today's Gospel recounts Christ with His
generous mercy, who is moved when seeing His
people “abandoned and exhausted”, like sheep
that have no shepherd. It is in that situation the
Church finds itself in today for “the harvest is
plentiful and the laborers are few.”

WE NEED PRIESTS!

Why have vocations diminished? What has
happened to our world? It is obvious that ma-
terialism has invaded the home and the school
grounds; as well as the economy, the political
arena and our work places.

1. Jesus Christ’s primary directive
is “prayer”:

“Pray to the Lord of the harvest to
provide the laborers to gather His crop.”

The Church will grow vibrantly if the
community of believers is solid and
well-instructed in religious doctrine.
One of the most serious shortcomings
of modern Christians is religious
ignorance. Formation must be nurtured.
Our contemporary world demands from
its Christians “to supply rationale for
their faith.” But “nobody can provide
what they themselves do not have.”,
prayer must remain strong:

‘We must pray fervently to our Lord for
vocations and educate our children about
generosity so they will recognize the call
of alife to God. The entire community
supports them will treasure them
like vessels of clay. Amen.

2. His second recommendation
describes the distinctiveness of the
Christian life:

“We have received it free, thus
should share it freely.”

Every Christian is a “Gift from God” to
his fellow brothers and we all should
follow the unselfish example of Jesus
Christ who surrendered His life; His
death on the cross for the salvation
of all men. It is imperative that we
teach our youth so through Christ’s
generosity both the quality and quantity
“of shepherds to tend to His sheep will
multiply.”
